Thank you 
Miss Pool and Mrs Begum for taking the group down to take part in an enjoyable 
day.   

Creating Connections – Special thanks to Mrs Glaister and Mrs Fearon for 

assisting in our Creating Connections project. This has involved groups of children 
from St James, Bransty and Jericho meeting up each Monday afternoon and 
hosting some nice activities to encourage the children to make new friends from 
across the schools. These children will all meet up at Whitehaven Academy in 
September and hopefully will have already made a connection and new friends 
within the group.  This week Mrs Glaister and Mrs Fearon helped the children 
make some delicious gingerbread men. In the end the children came away with 
some lovely treats and hopefully the start of lasting friendships.   
 

Islam Guest Speaker – This Thursday we welcomed Imran Kotwal to work 

with our classes and share his experience as a Muslim. The day started with a 
great assembly teaching about the 5 Pillars of Islam and sharing his collection of 
pictures and objects around his faith. The day continued with some Q & A sessions 
and a workshop with our Year 5 & 6 children on the 25 prophets of Islam. It was 
great to work with Imran, the children really engaged with Imran’s style of 
teaching and were able to share a lot of understanding from their RE lessons 
alongside lots of new learning.

James’ Church Bell tower with Richard Last to have an introduction to bell ringing 
and see the church bells in action. The children really enjoyed the talk and loved 
having a go with the bells themselves. Next week sees more Year 5 groups visit the 
church to have a go. 
 

Secondary School Visits – This morning we welcomed Mrs Grealish and 

Miss Ryden from St Benedict’s and Whitehaven Academy to visit our Year 6 
children and talk to them about the expectations of the first few weeks at their 
chosen secondary school. We had a lovely surprise as some of our previous 
students returned from The Whitehaven Academy. The feedback from the 
secondary staff was excellent with the children offering many sensible, respectful 
questions and sharing their feelings about their move with an openness and 
honesty. Alongside this, we’ve had small groups visiting Whitehaven Academy to 
take an early peak around school before the move up day on Wednesday 3rd July.
