Whitehaven Harbour Youth Project –Water Safety/Swimming  
 
As part of the swimming curriculum children are required to learn about open water safety.  As in previous 
years, Whitehaven Harbour Youth Project are running events for us at Bassentwaite Lake for our Year 6s and 
will be funding and providing transport so there is no cost to parents.  School staff will be accompanying the 
children.

They should also bring with them a t-shirt which is ok to wear in open water and either some 
trainers which are okay to be worn in water, or water-shoes.  Children should also bring a snack, packed 
lunch and a water bottle as well as a change of clothes/underwear and a towel for after the swimming.
